YARRAMALONGVALLEY ICON 1S 125 YEARS OLD

St. Barnabas Church was built in 1885 by voluntary labour and
opened on Friday 11 December 1885 by the then Anglican Bishop
of Newcastle, After 92 years the congregation moved to Wyona,
The last official Anzlican service was on Sunday 6 March 1977,
The building was deconsecrated and the property acquired by
Wyong Council in August 1978 in order to preserve the building
and historic graveyard at the rear for posterity. It is the oldest
surviving church in Wyona,

The Council appointed committee that manages and maintains
the property has decided it is appropriate to acknowledae and
celebrate the 125th anniversary of the church,

On Sunday 21 November 2010 at 2:00pm an ccumenical service
will be held at the church with the present Angzlican Bishop of
Newcastle, the Right Reverend Dr. Brian Farran presiding. The
Catholic Bishop of Newcastle and other clergy associated with the
ongoing services at the church are being invited. An invitation is
